TEST REVIEW COMMITTEE

The Test Review Committee continued to advise Laboratories Branch, MOHLTC, throughout 2005 on quality
requirements for tests that are not currently listed in the Schedule of Benefits for laboratory services. With the
reappointment of the Chair and two members effective April 1, 2005 for a three-year term, membership remained
unchanged until the resignation of two members in May 2005 (Appendix A). The committee met once on April 7, 2005
to review and revise its process for reviewing tests. Electronic communications have proved efficient and effective.

During the year, MOHLTC submitted lists of tests for consideration by the Test Review Committee. With the exception
of one report for Indicans that is under review, by the end of 2005 reports for all tests were provided to MOHLTC.

Elements included in the report are:

Quality requirements

Patient preparation

Collection and handling of specimen

Quality assurance process, quality control procedures and quality indicators
External quality assessment through interlaboratory comparisons.

Analytical policy and technical procedures

Practice guidelines

Clinical utility

Health cost implications.

Tests submitted by the Laboratories Branch to the Test Review Committee in 2005 are shown in Table 78. For
the “well-established” category, preliminary comments with the relevant characteristics of note (clinical utility,
external quality assessment, health cost implications, etc.) were provided to the Laboratories Branch.

The existing processes concerning appeals, unmet quality criteria and tests not requiring quality criteria (as
outlined in the 2002 review) have continued to allow prompt communication between Laboratory Licensing and
Inspection Services (LLIS) and the Test Review Committee. Minor modifications have been made to a few reports
in response to queries received from laboratories.

The function of the Test Review Committee is greatly enhanced by the services of external advisors and current
or former scientific committee members (Appendices A and B) who have willingly assisted in sharing specific
knowledge and expertise in the preparation of expert opinion reports. Their contributions are acknowledged with
thanks and appreciation.
